We entered
Gounany by way of a narrow, (supposedly flak-gree corridor between
two cities, Cuxhaven and Wesermunde). We managed to get by without
mishap, but on shirting Bremen on our right as we were heading
south, we ran into a ternriflic barrage of flak as the city hid itself by
burning smoke pots and shot up everything they had. We were flying
the same position as Paul Yeorge was when he was shot down (what
a coincidence): the No.3 position on the lead element of the squadnon.
Jhe firat bunst that hit us hknocked out two starboard engines
aimultancously and we had only the two port engines left. Jhe pilot
managed to keep the ship under control but we were loft far bohind the
rest of the formation due to lack of power and we were gradually
losing altitude. We hept on going with the intention of following the
neat oven the target by ounselves. Jhen the next burst put the finishing
touches. 9t caught us directly below the nose compartment and the
bunat seem to explode right in the nose; there was a muffled explosion
with some black smoke and the poor bombardier was somersaulted
rght into my lap head-over-heels almost. A piece of shrapnel had
deflocted from the bomb sight and hit him in the calf. dHe was
momentarily stunned: 9 pulled him back and gave him a little help -
fixing back his oxygen into another outlet and handed him the firat
aid kit Jhen 9 noticed that 9 couldn't breathe through my own
oxygon........ 9 looked at the gauge and it registored 3ero. What a fix!
9 tore off the mask but we were down from 26 thousand to about 20
thousand then. Jhen the pilot callod me up and asked for a heading to
turn back. 9 gave him a rough 180 and intended to make that squeeze
play again. Jhen to top of it all, fire broke out after we turned round.
9 called up the pilot and told him, if we had to bail out, we had better
do it over land instead of the cold North Sea. Then came the orders to
hit the silh. 9 motioned to the bombardion to go ahead. 9 followed him




out. 9 made a free fall (a count of about 30) and jerked my ring. da
9 dangled in the air, do you know what 9 was thinking. 9 thought that
9 was a pretty lucky gquy as 9 saw our plane about § miles away
giving two final circles and then burst into flames and exploded into
pieces. 9 also thought how you would chy over me believing that 9 waa
gone forever from this earth. 9 felt sorry that 9 couldn't let my mother
and my folks know that there was nothing to worry about. 9 was
Linally captured by the Wehnmacht as 9 hit the ground. Jhey
aeanched me and took my escape kit and my pen plus my watches.
Then 9 was taken on the truck after the rest of the boys were picked up
within the vicinity of 10 miles and went to Wesermunde Hitler Youth
mmpw/wmwﬂﬂm;adﬂmamuplavfdayd The bombanrdier and the
engineon were both hit in the leg and the co-pilot had his eyes scratched
by the parachute opening up in his face and the radio-operator and the
tail gunner sprained their ankles. 9 was unscratched. 9 missed you
quite a bit - you know how 9 always came home to sce you after 9
returned from a mission.

Then from Wesermund we were railwaded to Dulag Luft for
intorrogation at Obereusel near Frankfunt on the Main. 9 was in
aolitary confinement for about 5 days while they tried to sweat out
some information. 9 told them that according to the Yeneva
Conventions that all they will get out of me was name, rank and serial
number. Jhe Gewman (aptain (who flew in the last war and was
wounded a number of times and was now an interrogation officer due
to his age) then threatened to throw me to the Yestapo because he
thought he could bluff me into tatking because 9 could be executed as

a parachutist spy. He gave up after 5 days;: 9 was polite but firm. 9
was a bit apprehensive though as after all § was at the mercy of my
victors. We ended up protty good Pricnds. e told me that it wasn't
necessary as he showed me a huge book with the picture of the
aquadhon (.0. and told me the name of the outfit 9 belonged to and
where we were based in fngland and then to top it all he showed me a
map of the route we took from the time we left fngland going in over
the target and back. 9 was cortainly amazed but did not verify

anything.

From Obereusel affter solitary confinement and interrogation we were
taken nearby to Wetzlar (where the famous Leica cameras were made
in peacetime) where we went to a Red Cross Camp to get some clothes,
shoes and toilet anticles. d few days later we were transported by
tbrain to Stalag Luft 3 in Sagan near Poland (in Silesia to be exact)
where we stayed in the North compound with a lot of RAF and RAAF
and New Jealanders, Polish Flying Officerns. Life wasn't too bad
hone, it was protty well requlated. Jhere were only two roll call
formations to be made and the rest of the day was for ourselves. In
fact duning the summen, it was just like a rest camp; only without
enough food. We didn't starve. 9n the winter 9 sure hated the cold
Dezing weather. It was the coldest winter for Germany. 9 beliove with
averages of minus eighteen below (entigrade. 9§ wrote a lot of letters to
you but 9 wondered if any went through. 9 didn't receive any lotters
at all (except two from the United States about a week before Liberation
about 8§ montha later.)

Geo, 9 beliove 9'm a bit long winded. 9 think J better continue in
another letter as the gang here with me is rushing me to go crabbing.
9 am temporarily spending about two weeks at my uncle's place up the
Lsland of Hauai. (Cheerio for now.

Qffectionately,

Little Wallingfield History Society waslelighted to welcom Sarah Doig
to the Paish Room last night As anticipated, the packedoom was
enthraled with he accountof the life of Henry VI as viewed through
the eyesof his many wivesand misresses.

Samhbegan bytelling us abotiHenry’s early life, as the second son o
Henry VIl he was not expected to become king and so mat$rained “in
the art of Kingdip”. Instead, heeceived a good ktound education,
beconing profident in the athleticpurauits of hunting, fencing, jousting
and achey; he could write poemsand was atalented and skillful
musgcian alte to play veral infruments, composenusic andwrite
lyrics. Sard then played “Pastimeith Good Company,"alsoknown as
The King's Ballard - an English dlk song witten and composed by
Henry and thesouce of theitle to Sarah’stalk:

In 1502,Heny’s eder brother Arhur died,aged 15, after just 20 wks
of marriage toCaherine of Aagon, the youngest suiving child of King
Ferdinand Il & Queen Isabella| of Spain. Arhur’s duties wezthen given
to 10 year-old Hnry, who became Duke o€ornwall in Octoberand
Prince of Walesin Februaryl503.

Henry VIl reneved efbrtsto seala marital allance between Englan
and Spain by d&éring young Henry in mariage to Arthur's widow
Caterine;on 23 dine 1503a mariiage treaty was signed atitky wee
betiothed two dgs later. Henry'sage ofelevenprevented cohabitatio
and he reajctel themariage as soon he could, when aged 14. Henry
diedon 21 April 1509and Henry became king, declaring soon after h
fathers burial on 10 My thathewould mary Catheine.

Sarah desribed themariiage asgood at this time with Catherine soo
conceving, thoughthe git was stillborn on 31 January 1510.0br
months later e became pegnant and on New YéarDay 1511 a boy -
Henry - was born, adly dying seven week#ater. Catherine miscarried in
1514 butgavebirth in February 1516a another girl - Mary - who late
becane queerfollowing the deattof EdwardVI (after havinggathered
togeter suppders and troopsat Framlnghamcastle).

Relations béwveen Henry and Céaeiine had beentsained, but became
beter after May's birth; during thg perod Sarah infanedusHenty had
mistreses, paticularly during the numerous canéments of the queen.
In 1510he ha an affairwith one ofthe sisters of @8wvad Stafford,
though for about tleeyeass the mod significant mistress was Elizabeth
Blount, one of only two compktely undisputed mistresses. It seem
Henry had réatively few mistressesfor such a virile young king, though
quite howmany isstill disputed.

Catherne didnot piotest abouthe mstresses anth 1518 £ll pregnant
agah with anothe girl, whowas als dillborn. Blountgave bith in June

1519 toHeny's illegitimate ®n, who was given the name Henry Fitzroy . -
&Cross in an entertaining manner.

- Henry dter hisroyal fatherand Rtzroy to ensure that everyone knew h
was son oftheKing. Henry VIII possibly felt the lackof a male heiwas

a slur on hismanhood anche openlyacknowledgedhe boy,who was
made Duke of Richmondin Junel525.

Saah movel thestoly ontoMary Boleyn,another mistressom roughly
1521to 1526,who very possiblyboreHenty two more children,though
he acknowledgedneither of them. Mary was also rumoured to have been
amistress of Henry’s rival, King Francis lof France, betweeh515 and
{519, somehing Sarahpodulatedcould havebeenof great interesand
attraction to Henry.

Shethen told us that inearly 1526 Henry began his pursuit of Mary’s
younge siger Anne, whoinitially refusedto becomehis mistressHe
therefore desired to annul his marriage to Catherine so that he would be
freeto mary Anne Henryand Annemarriedon 25 Januani533. On23
May 1533, Thoma CranmerdeclaredHenry andCatherine'smarriage
null and void and five days later that Heyprand Anne's marriage was
good and vdid.

The Popedecreed sentences oéxcommunicdon on bothHenry and
Cranmea and thefirst break between the Church of England and Rome
took place, with the Church of England brought under the Henry's
control. Anne was crownedQueenof England onl Junel533and on7
Septembe she gave birthto the future Queen Elizabethwhosegender
onae agan disappointed Henrythoughapparentlyhe was not entirely
discouraged, saying that a son wouldurely follow.

On 8Januay 1536 Catherin®f Aragondied. The queenwaspregnant
agan and aware of theconsequences ghefailed to give birthto a son.
Later that monthHenrywasunhorsedand badlyinjured in a tournament.
When news of the accidentreached Annethe shock causetier to
miscarry a mde child of about15 weeks,on theday of Catherine's
funerd; this wasthe beginning ofthe end of theoyal marriage as by
March 1536 Hary was coutting JaneSeymour.

Annés downfdl came shortlyafter she hadecovered from hefinal
miscarriage with Henry’s new mistress, JaBeymouybeing moved into
new quaters and Anne's brother being refused thed@rof the Garter.
The day after Annés execution in 1536lenry became engaged lane,
who had been one of the queen'dadies inwaiting - a fruitful source of
Henry’s migtresses accordingto Sarah. e pair weremarried tendays
later andon 12 Odober1537 she gavbirth toa son- the future Eward
VI. The birth was difficult and Jane diedtwo weeks later from an
infection.

To ensurethe succession, Henry wished to marry again; Cromwell, now
Eal of Essex, suggested Anne, the sister of the Duke of Cleves, who was
seen as an important ally in case ofa Roman Catholiattackon England.
Hans Holbein (the younger)was dispatched to Cleves to paint a portrait
of Annefor Henry. After regarding Holbein's portrayal and urged by the
complimentary description from his couttiers, Henry agreedto wed;
however, it wasnot long before he wished to annul the marriagde
could mary anothe (perhaps the reality was not after adl goodas the
panting). Annedid notargue, confirminghe marriage hadever been
consummaed, whilst her previous betrothal to the Duke of Lorraine's son
provided further groundsfor annulmentThe marriagewas subsequently
dissolved, with Anne receivingthe title of "The King's Sister", two
houss and a generous allowance.

Saah then told us Henry hadfallen for Catherine Howardhe Dukeof
Norfolk's niece, seriously worlying Cromwell becauseNorfolk was a
political opponent. Cromwell may havéeenblamedfor the failureof the
marriage andof the foreignpolicy it accompaniednd waschargedwith
treason. On 28 July 1540, the day Cromwell was beheadedienry
married the young Catherinddoward,who was first couis andlady in
waiting to Anne Boleyn. Henry wasdelighted withhis newqueen and

vivarded her Cromwell's landsand a vast aray of jewellery.However,

onafter Catherine had araffair with thecourtier ThomasCulpeper and
so employad Francis Dereham, who she had had an affair with teati

Peen engaged to priorto her marriage, as her secretary.

It seemsthe court wasinformedof the affair with Derehanwhen Henry
was away, despaching Thomas Cranmer toinvestigate. He brought
evidence of Catherine's previousaffair to the Henry's notice. Dereham
confessed and Henry went into a rage, blaming the council before
conling himslf in hunting. Sarah advised us thahen questioned,
Catherine could hare admitted a prior contract to marry Derehanus
making her subsquentmariageto Henry invalid; she nhsteadclaimed
tha Derehamhad forcedherto enterinto an adulterouselationshipHe
meanwhile, exposed Catheine's relationshipwith Thomas Culpeper;
Culpeper and Derehamwereexecutedand Catherine was beheaded on 13
Februay 1542.

JHenry maried his lastwife, thewedthy widow CatherineParr whowas

more his own age in July 1543, dying four years later, givingise to
following ditty of what happened to his wives:
